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FABRIC SWAP

If you 
know you are not coming some month, bring 
it a month early, send it with a guild member 
who will attend or let me know so I can get it 
from you.  All fabric must be 100% cotton 
and of good quality.  I will have a container 
to use at the meetings for the swap.
